DIVING SCORE TABLE

1) Announcer 
a) Dual meet (6 dives)
i) Announce diving order - determined by referee 
ii) Remind divers to be ready to fix fulcrum and get on the board as soon as the previous diver enters the water
iii) First round of dives - announce the on-deck diver, divers full name, school, dive, position, d.d. Ex. - Joe Smith on deck, Bob Jones, Duluth High School, forward dive, pike position, 1.3
iv) All other rounds - Announce divers 1st name, dive, position,d.d.Ex. - Bob, back dive, tuck, 1.5 
v) At both meets the announcer should keep words to a minimum to cut down on time. Keep the meet moving as quickly as possible without causing stress to the divers.
b) Championship meets (11 dives)
i) Same as dual meets except announce the on-deck diver each time. 
ii) Every so often remind divers to be ready to go immediately following previous diver’s entry. 
2) Scorer #1
a) Records the judges’ scores on the dive sheet and hands sheet to the computer operator for input. 
b) Before final announcement of scores, verifies with the computer operator that the scores entered are correct.

3) Scorer #2
a) Verifies the computer input by adding the middle three scores (throw out the highest (10) and lowest (0)) .Then multiply this score by the DD to get the final score for that dive.
b) Total all final scores to obtain the total score for each diver. 
c) Compares manual score to the computer score.

4) Optional recorder
a) Not absolutely necessary, but in big meets it is recommended.  Only responsibility is to write down the divers’ scores on a separate grid sheet. This is a back-up in case of discrepancy.
